Make sure there are no strange objects on the ground, so walk the ground before you start the 

game.  

 

 



 

Know your exit points in case of fire:- 

 

 

 

Assemble at the car park if a fire is has started at the scouts end or if the trees get on fire at the 

railway end.  

 

Assemble at the scouts end if a fire has started at the junior/senior pavilion end.
